Japan Akademeia The First Tokyo Conference

Japan Akademeia delivered its message “Respomgitaitithe Future: Change
Japan, then Change the World from Japan” at thenfdreld on January 16, 2018. It
identified the irregularity in the present globgiliation as “a crisis in the governability
of democracy,” and announced to initiate the orzmtion for the exchange of views
with the world.

In view of elaborating this message, Japan Akademeited Dr. Jacques Attali
and Dr. Graham Allison from overseas and held tdrarh “Changes in the Global
Power Structure and the Future of Global Governatoeckay with the participation of
Mr. Yuzaburo Mogi, Dr. Takeshi Sasaki, Dr. Yoshsnitkobayashi, and Dr. Shinichi
Kitaoka from Japan. Dr. Akihiko Tanaka served asrtitoderator.

We summarize our conclusion as the “Tokyo Declarétas follows.

1. Globalism is the regime aimed at overall optimizatiestablished on the
foundations of multilateral collaboration and fread of economic activities that
transcends the strife and tragedies repeated augy years. In recent years, politics
has shifted toward domestic interests, the spirihternational cooperation has
receded, and globalism is being shaken. We musk wagether to revive and
progress the globalism by gathering our wisdom.

2. On the political front, there is a growing trendfécus on national interests which
iIs making the international order increasingly \asnlble. In the economic field,
protectionism has come to be rampant, and theioefatbetween the market
mechanism and political interests have come tortstable. History has taught us
that such phenomena have made the world and pdepteend into tragedy. We
must reaffirm the value of international coopenatmd the rule of law, and enhance
the governability of democracy.



3. Spurred by their trade dispute, the U.S. and Chmeacompeting each other over
supremacy. We expect that they would work togetberard the resolution in
accordance with international rules. At the samaetiwe expect them to work
toward the setting and administration of global cmons in collaboration with other
major countries aiming at realizing sustainable bglo growth including
enhancement of the World Trade Organization.

4. Climate change is becoming acute in recent yeayaafd preventing global
warming, the countries concerned should work tovediettive implementation of
the Paris Agreement (2015). We also hope thatwoeyd examine the introduction
of international taxation on greenhouse gas emissio

5. The information-related technologies have been ldpusg dramatically in recent
years toward opening up new fields of global ecopovile must evolve these
developments into the system linked to human hagsiand the sustainability of
the world.
